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The purpose to teach MFL languages (Spanish) at Sacred Heart is to have an early introduction of literacy in the new language as this can provide an important focus as well as support for learning by linking it to other subjects such as Geography, Maths, English, etc.   Through studying a foreign language, grammatical concepts and rules in English become clearer, for example, the structure of a sentence, what is a noun, an adjective (descriptive word, a verb, a conjunctive word, pronouns, etc.
Implementation: 
KS2 pupils should be taught to:
LOWER AND UPPER KS2 Years 3-6 Skills and progression

LOWER KS2 YEAR 3: Listen attentively to spoken language and show understanding by joining in and responding
+ understand how phonics work in Spanish 
+ learn what cognates are
+ Explore the patterns and sounds of language via songs and rhymes + link spellings, sounds, and meaning of words
+ Read carefully and show understanding of words learnt
+ copy new words accurately, learn them and be able to recognise them in short readings
+ Appreciate stories, songs, poems, and rhymes in the language

LOWER KS2 YEAR 4 Consolidate skills from Year 3 

+ Engage in conversation, ask and answer questions
+ Speak in sentences, using familiar vocabulary, phrases and basic language structures
+ Read carefully and show understanding of words, phrases and simple writing.
+ Express opinions, respond to those of others
+ Describe people, places, things and actions orally and in writing.

UPPER KS2 YEAR 5 Seek clarification and help and consolidate skills form Y3 and 4. 

+Broaden your vocabulary and ability to understand new words that are introduced into familiar written material
+ Understand basic grammar- including feminine & masculine, conjugation of high frequency verbs, key features and patterns of the language.
+ Read carefully and show understanding of words, phrases and simple writing.
+ Develop accurate pronunciation and intonation so that others understand when you are reading aloud or using familiar words and phrases
+ Write phrases from memory and adapt theses to create new sentences to express ideas clearly
+ Present ideas and information orally to teacher / rest of class
+ Broaden your vocabulary by revising and practising the language 

UPPER KS2 YEAR6: Recognise nature of words (nouns, verbs, adjectives, prepositions, connective words, etc.) Consolidate skills form Y3, 4 and 5. 

+ Develop accurate pronunciation and intonation so that others understand when you are reading aloud or using familiar words and phrases
+ Read carefully and show understanding of words, phrases and simple writing.
+ Write phrases from memory and adapt theses to create new sentences to express ideas clearly+ To build own sentences and understand how they differ or are similar to English + Present ideas and information orally to a range of audiences
+ Broaden your vocabulary by using dictionary / online dictionary

Impact: 
The impact of teaching Primary Modern Languages is big:
· Teaching MFL languages with a positive attitude has been shown to be a crucial factor in determining children's success in foreign language learning, therefore, It helps pupils on attainment and preparedness for secondary school language learning.
· Listen attentively to spoken language and show understanding by joining in and responding.
· Engage in conversations, ask and answer questions, express opinions and respond to those of others, and seek clarification and help.
· Read carefully and show understanding of words, phrases and simple writing.
· Broaden their vocabulary and develop their ability to understand new words that are introduced into familiar written material, including through using a dictionary
· Write phrases from memory, and adapt these to create new sentences, expressing their ideas clearly.
· Describe people, places, things and actions in speech and in writing.
· By embedding other subjects such as Maths, Geography, History, children use what they learn in one language to reinforce what they've learned in another.
· MFL learning also reinforces and celebrates the different cultures we come from and encourage children to be proud of being able to speak more than one language and coming from different parts of the world.
