	In Autumn 1, our literacy will be based on The Snail and the Whale by Julia Donaldson. The children will focus on two key purposes: writing to entertain and writing to inform. They will develop their use of description through similes and adventurous vocabulary, while also practising grammar skills such as using conjunctions, adverbs, prepositions and paragraphs to organise their ideas. Our final piece of writing will be writing a diary recount inspired by the snail and the whale’s adventures.
	In Autumn 2, our literacy will be inspired by Cinderella of the Nile by Beverley Naidoo and The Manor House. The children will write to entertain through imaginative narratives and to inform through descriptive recounts. They will develop suspense and atmosphere by using varied sentence types, fronted adverbials, precise vocabulary, and clear paragraphs with accurate punctuation. Later in the term, they will create their own suspenseful stories and descriptive recounts based on the characters and settings from these texts.
	

	Maths
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	In Autumn 1, we will delve into place value, moving confidently into the hundreds. This will help us understand the crucial role place value plays in all areas of maths. We will also focus on addition and subtraction, revisiting hundreds while tackling more challenging three-digit calculations.
	In Autumn 2, we will build on our multiplication and division skills. After revisiting the 2-, 5- and 10-times tables, we will take on new challenges by working with the 4- and 8-times tables, developing strategies to multiply and divide with increasing confidence.

	Egypt & The River Nile 
In Geography, we will learn to locate the River Nile on a world map and identify the countries it runs through, identify the source and mouth of the river and investigate its main physical and human features. We will explore the significance of the river to the people of Egypt. In DT, we will explore a range of technical vocabulary to describe the features of bridges. We will then test how beams and pillars (or piers) are used to span gaps and distribute weight.
	Tomb Hunters
We will locate the ancient Egyptians in time and place and learn all about their fascinating lives and culture. We will explore the process of mummification and writing using hieroglyphics. 
In art, we will explore Eden Fowell’s Egyptian art style and recreate our own portraits. 


	

	Computing
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	In Computing we will be focusing on how we connect to computers. We will look at what parts make up a digital device and how they help us. We will also be exploring how computers connect to us and how our school networking system works. 
	This half term we will use a range of techniques to create a stop-frame animation using tablets. The children will then apply those skills to create a story-based animation. This unit will conclude with learners adding other types of media to their animation, such as music and text.
