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	We will begin the year by exploring the book Who Let the Gods Out by Maz Evans. Through this we will focus on two writing purposes; writing to entertain, and writing to inform. Using figurative language techniques such as metaphors and reviewing grammatical features such as relative clauses, we will describe mighty Greek gods/goddesses and fearsome mythical creatures. We will then consider how formality and tone change for the purpose of our writing by writing a first-person recount to inform the reader of a rather peculiar day!
	In Autumn 2, we will be writing the following genres: suspense narratives and journalistic articles. 

In grammar, we will be looking at the passive voice and using bullet points for punctuation.
	

	Maths
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	In Autumn 1, we will recap place value; learning to compare, round and order numbers to 10,000,000. We will also be revising written strategies for the four operations up to and including four digits. We will revisit properties of numbers, using and explaining vocabulary such as square, cube and prime numbers.
	In Autumn 2, we will focus on fractions; equivalents, ordering and comparing, adding and subtracting and multiplying and dividing.  Additionally, we will be looking at position and direction.

We will describe how living things are classified into groups; identify the characteristics of different types of microorganisms; explain the classification of organisms found in our local habitat.
	

	Topic
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	Ancient Greece
We will explore the Ancient Greek timeline; concepts of democracy and how the Greeks influenced modern times. We will use a range of sources to make inferences and deductions about Ancient Greek life.
To enhance our learning about ancient Greece we will be using traditional methods to sculpt terracotta pots and vases during DT lessons.
	Raging Rivers
We will explore how rivers impact on human life, how their uses have changed throughout history and our impact on them today. 
Within art lessons we will look at the influences of street art, exploring how graffiti can polarize opinion; the power of Banksy and create our own designs, using differing painting techniques.
	

	Computing
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	Computing systems and networks - Communication and collaboration 
We will explore how data is transferred over the internet and how the internet facilitates online communication and collaboration. We will also learn how to communicate responsibly by considering what should and should not be shared on the internet.
	Creating media – Web page creation
We will identify what makes a good web page and use this information to design and evaluate our own websites using Google Sites.

We will be exploring what it is like to be a global citizen and developing our own learning charter.

We will be exploring what it is like to live with disabilities.  We will celebrate difference and develop our communication skills.
